TheKindMouse.org




Providing Relief
and Dignity
Since the birth of The Kind Mouse in
2012, we have established the following

programs:

* FEEDING FAMILIES MOST AFFECTED
BY THE ECONOMY—The Kind Mouse’s
90-Day Family Program has served over
250 families with food, housewares and pet
food, helping them to restore their dignity
and to reestablish their lives. Most families
do not complete the 90-day program,
for once the fear of being unable to feed
themselves and their families is gone, they
are able to find some sort of employment.

* FEEDING KIDS ON WEEKENDS—The
Kind Mouse’s “Mouse Nibbles” Weekend
Feeding Program has delivered over
240,000 meals confidentially to children
who otherwise may be unsure of how they
will eat outside of school hours. These
children are “the hungriest of the hungry.”
There are 7,000 chronically hungry and 36,000
food-insecure students in Pinellas County alone.

* PROVIDING KIDS MEALS ON AN
EMERGENCY BASIS—Through Jane’s
Pantry, our partnership with the Pinellas
County School Board’s Food Distribution
Center, our Mouse Nibbles Program
provides children who are deemed to be
food-insecure with an immediate donation
of nine meals each. These students are
homeless or at risk of being homeless or are
homeless. This program enables children to
receive food on an emergency basis via their
school social workers.

FEEDING CHILDREN OVER THE
SUMMER—Kind Mouse has gone out into
the community providing meals to local

hungry children.

FEEDING THE CHILDREN'’S
CHILDREN—Most recently, through

our Mouse Nibbles Program we now
provide food for the infants and toddlers of
tinancially constrained young parents.

18) join us as volunteers on a scheduled
basis. They form their own boards, learn
the business of non-profits, gain experience
in public speaking at schools and events,
and organize their own food drives and
tund raising events. It is our goal that these
future leaders will become “The Voice of the
Children,” by learning to provide hope of

a brighter future to the children we serve.
