The Pinellas County Board of County Commissioners proposes to amend the 
Pinellas County Code by Ordinance. 

A public hearing on the Ordinance will be held on Tuesday, January 26, 2021, 
at 6:00 P.M., in the Parks and Conservation Resources - Magnolia Room, 
12520 Ulmerton Road, Largo, Florida 33774. This is a hybrid Board of County 
Commlssloners regular meeting with both ln-pe,son and virtual participation 
utilizing Communications Media Technology (CMT) on the ZOOM platfonn.

FOR AREAS EMBRACED; PROVIDING FOR INCLUSION IN CODE; 
PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.
