Duke is installing five hundred thirty (530) electric vehicle charging stations within its Florida service area that will
provide the necessary infrastructure network to promote and support the benefits of clean electric transportation.

Duke selected NovaCHARGE LLC, a leading electric vehicle charging solutions provider, to supply equipment, install the
charging stations, and integrate services for the Program. Selected host sites for the program will work directly with
NovaCHARGE LLC for equipment installation. Duke will own the equipment through the term of the Agreement and
any extension thereof.

The County identified nine (9) sites for consideration. Duke has confirmed four (4) sites meet their eligibility criteria.
Following execution of the Agreement, NovaCHARGE LLC will perform further analysis on the remaining five (5) sites
to determine their suitability.

The Agreement shall commence on the date of installation of the equipment and shall continue until December 31,
2022.
